During Lent, candidates for the sacraments of initiation (Baptism, Confir-
mation, and Eucharist) experience final preparation to become members of
the Catholic Church. The “Elect,” as they are called, rely on the whole
Church to welcome them. Here are ten things you can do to welcome new
members into the Church.

10 Things to Consider for the RCIA

1. Pray for those preparing for baptism and reception into the full commun-
ion of the Catholic Church, so that the community can offer support. You
will hear their names included in the Prayers of the Faithful. Their
names are also published in the Chronicle. You can commit to pray for a
particular member of the elect and let them know of this gift of prayer as
they prepare for Baptism. If you forward a note to one of the Catechu-
mens or Candidates to the rectory, we be sure they receive it.

2. Listen The journey of those in the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
(RCIA) can be an example for all, as the Elect listen intently to the Word
of God and take concrete steps to follow Him. Their steps can inspire,
especially during Lent as Christians strive to follow the Lord more
closely. Time spent hearing their stories and experiences can move our
hearts. Ask yourself if you could make the same choices they are mak-
ing at this time in your life?

3. Participate The RCIA process includes a number of public rituals in
Lent: the Rite of Election, the Scrutinies, and the Preparation Rites. Par-
ticipating in the prayer and acclamations of these rites, and greeting
them after Mass or in the neighborhood can be a great source of support.

4. Attend the Sacred Triduum, especially the Easter Vigil The Great
Vigil of Easter is the “night of nights,” the liturgy for Holy Saturday de-
clares. It is the night during which the Church keeps vigil for the resur-
rection of Jesus. Itis during the Easter Vigil that the Sacraments of
Baptism and Confirmation are celebrated and new members are wel-
comed into the Church. This “most blessed of all nights,” as the Exsultet
on Holy Saturday proclaims, celebrates in ancient rituals the central
mysteries of the faith. This celebration is the heart of the Church’s wor-
ship year round, and speaks clearly to fill participants with the joy of the
Resurrection.

5. Have a welcoming spirit In the weeks after their initiation, the
newly baptized, now called “neophytes,” look for their place in the
Church community. Parishioners can make them feel welcome by en-
couraging them to be part of an activity, a group, or a ministry.

6. Witness The RCIA reminds people that God is present and active, that
He continues to speak to all. It is a reminder that how you act, what you
say, and what you do can reflect the presence of Christ. Being
“witnesses” (see Acts of the Apostles 1:8) of what Christ is doing in one’s
life speaks to others.

Lay Leanings

I stopped on the way to work to buy bagels and cream
cheese for my staff. There are times when I can exer-
cise incredible restraint, but the smell of those fresh-
baked little circles of delight on my long commute
were almost too much temptation to withstand. Nev-
ertheless, I restrained myself until after my staff had
helped themselves to all their favorites. And then a
wave of self-righteousness swept over me, as it al-
ways does. In the sight of all, I picked up my bagel of
choice, tore it in half, and put the other half back in
the bag. I was certain the others were admiring my
incredible self-control. The truth is, I devoured that
half in record time, and began plotting the best way
to get to the other half without being noticed.

Come on, I know there are hoards of us out there;
let’s come clean. We're the same people who will eat
11 cookies off a plate, but by gosh, we’ll suddenly de-
velop iron-willed stamina in leaving one cookie stand-
ing. I know I'm not alone; I see it all the time. The
same people who won’t eat that last piece of cake are
the same people who dissect a bagel or donut just so
they can back into the guilt.

Guilt is a Lent thing. It has been called ‘the very nerve
of sorrow, because it holds us captive to things in our
past we may not be proud of, as well as those things in
our present that expose our weakness. Fr. Henri Nou-
wen suggests that guilt can become for us a preoccupa-
tion, and that we can become so impressed by our sins
and failings and so overwhelmed by our lack of gener-
osity that we get stuck in a paralyzing guilt. When
we're focused on our guilt, we take our eyes off God.
Guilt can easily become an idol and therefore a form of
pride. Fr. Nouwen suggests that, “Lent is the time to
break down this tdol and to direct our attention to our
loving Lord.”

Maybe this Lent, rather than deny myself the other
half of that bagel, I'll deny myself the sin that causes
me to fight with myself over things that really don’t
lead me closer to God.

7. Invite As witnesses, Christians are called to share their faith in someway. Sometimes it means noticing others
who are searching, who might benefit from encouragement or an invitation to learn more about the Catholic
faith. Evangelization calls for a member of the Church to share one’s faith. Just inviting a friend or neighbor to
Mass can be a powerful statement that allows the Lord to reach out through this gesture.

8. Get Involved The RCIA has many facets. Each depends on dedicated parishioners (along with the clergy,
catechists, and other staff members) to facilitate, teach, lead, and serve as sponsors. Some parishioners are
sewing white garments to be presented to the newly baptized at the Easter Vigil. There are many ways to
shares one’s faith and gifts to become involved.

9. Ongoing Conversion In addition to those preparing for Baptism, the RCIA also includes those already
baptized Christians who are preparing for reception into the full communion of the Catholic Church. This can
be celebrated any time. Those preparing for reception (and Confirmation and first reception of the Eucharist)
remind Christians that all are called to follow the Lord, who is always speaking and calling people to repen-
tance— ongoing conversion and a change of heart— resulting in more authentic disciples.

10. Know Mystagogy is for all After celebrating the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist, the
newly initiated continue their formation in the faith in the period called Mystagogy (which means
“interpretation of mystery”), when they reflect on their encounter with Christ in the sacraments and learn more

about their faith. This period is ongoing and essentially what all members of the Church do throughout our
lives: grow deeper in faith and relationship with Christ, constantly discerning his will.

RC I A The Scrutinies
-

This Sunday marks the Third Sunday of Lent. Many of us today think of Lent as a time of “giving
something up.” We “give up” chocolates, or television, or eating out. But what we are to give up
more than anything else is sin. That is, we are to give up whatever keeps us from fully living out
our baptismal promises. Along with the Elect (those chosen, or “elected,” to celebrate the sacra-
ments of baptism, confirmation and Eucharist at Easter),we all need to approach the season of Lent asking our-
selves what needs to change in our lives if we are to live the gospel values that Jesus taught us. This forty day jour-
ney should be a time of conversion, moving us ever closer to Christ and to the way of life he has exemplified for us.

For the baptized, this conversion means baptismal renewal and occurs through the celebration of the Sacra-
ment of Penance. The primary way that the Church assists the “Elect” in this conversion process during Lent is
through the celebration of the rites called scrutinies. These very special rites are celebrated on the last three Sun-
days of Lent, at liturgies where the Elect are present. To scrutinize something means to examine it closely. The
Elect are asked to scrutinize their own lives and allow God to scrutinize them and to heal them.

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults tells us that “the scrutinies are meant to uncover then heal all
that is weak, defective, or sinful in the hearts of the Elect; to bring out, then strengthen all that is upright, strong,
and good.” The scrutinies are celebrated in order to deliver the Elect from the power of sin, to protect them against
temptation, and to give them strength in Christ. These rites, then, should complete the conversion of the Elect and
deepen their resolve to rely on Christ and to love God above all.

Over the next three weeks, at the scrutiny Masses, the Gospel readings come from the Lectionary —Cycle A,
because they offer Scriptural messages that relate closely to these scrutinies. On this third Sunday of Lent, at the
9:30 Mass, the scrutinies begin with a call for repentance. In John’s Gospel we hear about “The Woman at the
Well” (John 4:4-42), which uses thirst and water as a metaphor for personal sin and conversion. This Gospel calls
us all to conversion as a lifelong process and continuing faith journey.

Next week, on Saturday, March 13 at the 4:30 Mass, we will celebrate the Second Scrutiny, which focuses
on sight. The Gospel (John 9:1-42) introduces us to the reality of social sin and conversion through the story of “The
Man Born Blind.” The Second Scrutiny prays that the Elect will be freed “from false values that surround and
blind them.” Along with the Elect, we are all invited to pray that we might see as God sees.

On the fifth Sunday of Lent, March 21, the Third Scrutiny will be celebrated at the 11:30 Mass. The gospel
for this scrutiny (John 11:1-21) introduces us to hopelessness and death and conversion that leads to a new life.
The story of the raising of Lazarus summarizes the transformation of life over death. This is the same transforma-
tion that the Elect and our parish faith community are encouraged to undergo as the Church retells and re-enacts
the paschal mystery of Jesus’ death and resurrection.
